The prime object of the Arya Samajis to do good to the world,
that is, fo promote physical, spiritual and social good of
everyone.

Our conduct towards all should be guided by love,
righteousness andjustice.

We should dispel Avidya (ignorance) and promote Vidya
(knowledge).

No-one should be content with promoting his/her good only;
on the contrary, one should look for his/her good in
promoting the good of all.

One should regard oneself under restriction to follow the rules
of society calculated to promote the wellbeing of all, while in
following the rules of individual welfare all should be free.
